/0 INSERT CHANNEL NUTS INTO PLATFORM CHANNEL \

Slide a Channel Nut into each end of the channel (these will be used later to secure
the Perimeter Rail End pieces).

/9 ASSEMBLE LOAD SUPPORTS

Loosely assemble the hardware (Hex Head Set Screw, Spring Washer, Flat Washer
and Nut) to each of the Supports. Nut to use will depend on the product as detailed
below. Ensure a sufficient gap remains between the Nut and the base of the Load
Support to allow the Nut to slide easily into the Platform channel in the next step.

Slide a Deformed Nut into each end of the channel making sure Nuts curve upwards
as shown (these will be used later to secure the Perimeter Rail End pieces).

ASSEMBLE LOAD SUPPORTS

Loosely assemble the hardware (Hex Head Set Screw, Spring Washer, Flat Washer
and Deformed Nut) to each of the Supports making sure Nut is oriented as shown.
Ensure a sufficient gap remains between the Nut and the base of the Load Support
to allow the Nut to slide easily into the Platform channel in the next step.

Slide Supports into channel and spread out evenly.

/@ RECORD SLOT LENGTHS IN RAIL \
Look under Rail Lengths. Using a Tape Measure, measure the channel/slot length
between each of the Supports (if distances are not the same, return to previous step).
Record this measurement in the table below. Now measure the length of the slot

between each End Piece and closest Rail Support. (Once again, if distances are not the
same at either end of the Rail then return to the previous step to re-adjust).
